On Speech Day, the Dux Prize for the best results at A"
level was shared among A, E. Clark, I, R. Fletcher and M. Pem-
berton, the Old Boys' Prize for an outstanding contribution to
school life was won by P. Shepherd, the Westoll Prize, a similar
award was won by H. Scarratt, and the Oldfield Prize for the best
results at “O" level was won by ]. Gatenby. Our congratulations
must go to these, and all the other prizewinners, A full report of
Speech Day appears on page 29.

OM BEINGC MOMN-PHOTOGENIC

Nowadays, when I visit school, I almost invariably spend
time in looking at the photographs which line the corridor leading
to the wooden staircase. It's rather like turning over the pages of a
favourite book — I know the photographs so well, but 1 still find
them interesting and evocative, There they are: photographs of
rughy teams, cricket teams, athletics teams, prefectorial groups,
orchestral gatherings, operatic and dramatic casts — a diverse
gallery of portraits in which many individuals play their parts.
There are great differences of personality and physique among
those whose likenesses have been caught by the skilfully handled
camera, but there is one common factor — the photographs, with-
out exception, are convincing likenesses of the individuals whom
they represent. The fine muscular development, the eager athletic
poise, tEE air of authority, the scholarly mien, the histrionic stance,
the handsome profile, the humorous mouth, the thoughtful gaze
have all been caught, to be faithfully and accurately recorded for
the benefit of posterity.

As I turn from my perusal of the portrait gallery, I sigh
and wish, and make my way into the staffroom to be warmly wel-
comed by my former colleagues — a fortunate and happy situation
indeed, and one which makes me very conscious of my great good
fortune in having epent so many years in such congenial surround-
ings. And vet the vague melancholy persists as T gaze around.
There they all are: the elder statesmen among them serene, con-
fident, scholarly, marked by senatorial dignity; personal gualities
which, I know, will be exactly recorded on every occasion that
they face the cameras: and the younger ones — some of whom I
had the pleasure of teaching — eager, virile, dynamic, their athletic
prowess still very evident in their every movement, their years of
university study reflected in their studious air and scholarly con-
versation, And, as with their seniors, I am acutely aware that all
the little nuances of personality which I have just observed will
be faithfully recorded whenever they choose to have a likeness
taken.

And T sigh again, because once again I have been made
sharply aware of the fact that, unlike all those whose excellent
likenesses line the corridor, unlike the colleagues who have just
welcomed me so warmly, I am indisputably non-photogenic,
